“The attendance of the ROMANCA event “Eminescu” had a constructive effect upon my child. She had to prepare the poem “Sleepy little birds” by Mihai Eminescu - done during our trip to Liverpool Street, intrerupted by the tube’s shakings and train’s announcement. The creation of artistic images, the learning of new words ("suspina", "codrul", "lebada", "trestii", "feerie", "armonie") are only some benefits of involving children in the reciting of poems. Also, the self-esteem is boosted because of exposure to the public, the realisation that she could control her emotions and of offering the audience pleasant moments. The feedback received from the adults listening and applauding her offered that satisfaction that will help her to make another effort to achieve similar moments. During the next days, I encouraged her to write a short story about what impressed her mostly - English and Romanian - and to write for each 4 verses a representative drawing. 

It would be wonderful if other children could join her to feel what we, adults, experience when we do things together - a good state of mind.”
